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The exhibition Shatter Zone offers a renewed perspective on geographical and cultural spaces situated
at a distance from centers of power—spaces that have endured collisions, displacements, and extreme
political transformations throughout history. The term originates in geology and denotes areas
characterized by fractured rock formations that create networks of veins often filled with mineral
deposits. From the margins of ancient Egypt and post-imperial Eastern Europe to the expanses of
Zomia in Asia, “shatter zones" are territories in which layers of rock, identities, languages, beliefs,

and systems of knowledge have been shaped through exposure to harsh terrain, extreme climates,

and intense migratory movements. The exhibition proposes a similar view of the Negev as a space

of profound cultural stratification: traces of ancient civilizations and migrant communities coexist
with present-day realities of industrialization, pollution, and land conflicts. The participating artists
investigate liminal landscapes through material, technology, mythology, and lived experience.

Vardit Goldner documents the practice of sumud (steadfastness on the land) in Bedouin villages
designated as “unrecognized,” such as al-Araqib. Pavel Wolberg exposes, through infrared photography,
the interplay between personal memory and the built environment in Be'er Sheva, the city of his
childhood. Vanunu is the title of a documentary series examining the story of Mordechai Vanunu, the
Israeli nuclear whistleblower; the excerpt presented in the exhibition features photographs he took
during his work at the Dimona reactor. Artist Khader Oshah produces ceramic works using desert soil,
in dialogue with the life of the region across generations. Lobna Sana traces ancient and contemporary
building methods, exploring how structures encounter and shape the human body. Ezra Padwa
deciphers ancient knowledge systems—from the Nile to the Auca Valley in Mexico—and translates
them into encoded information embedded in textile and sculptural works. Netally Schlosser animates
archaeological fragments through 3D scanning and printing processes, offering a new geology of time
and fracture.
